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2.0  Remembering D r. P. P. Gupta  (July 16 th  1934 ï July 5 th  2009)  

 

On the Railway Reservation System: ñIndiaôs first 

truly large pioneering national IT project bringing 

immeasurable benefit to the masses, was the 

computerization of the Indian Railways Passenger 

Reservation system. This project, in the 1980s, at a 

time when l arge scale computerization was still at its 

infancy not only in India but across the world, 

epitomized Dr. P P Guptaôs daring vision and 

farsightedness ahead of the times. By any standard, 

it was one of the largest and most complex projects 

in the world.  

Pioneers like Dr. P P Gupta, other CMCites and railway officials displayed innovation on 

multiple fronts, including mission critical software development, complex hardware and 

networking integration, operational grandeur encompassing 8000 railway stations, 

connecting nooks and crannies of hostile terrains, indigenous embedded systems design for 

ticketing systems, and training ticketing operators ï many of whom had never seen a 

terminal till then on a state of the art computerized system in Hindi and English.  One of the 

biggest achievements of this project was that it provided a single window for 

booking/modification/cancellation of tickets for all trains and classes between any two 

stations throughout the country.ò

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On Sunday 5th July 2009, a doyen of the Indian IT Industry quietly passed away. 

The sobriety of his final days belied the significant role he played in the formative 

years of Indiaôs IT industry. 

To me, Dr. P P Gupta was a patriot and man of great vision. When the computing 

industry , as it was then called, was in its infancy, he was one of the few who foresaw 

its potential for India. He realized that the scientific potential of the country would be 

greatly compounded by bringing in the latest technologies from the West.  

It was during  the licensed Raj when he helped lay the foundations of IT 

infrastructure in the country by working around the several hurdles of government 

regulations. He was an influential opinion leader and on several occasions managed 

to convince the Govt on favorabl e policies to enable import of computers. Dr. P P 

Gupta and others ensured that the CDC 3600 was imported into the country and 

helped set up at the Tata Institute of Fundamental Research (TIFR).
